Rules and Procedures:

- Delegates will be given 7 hours to complete their artwork revolving around the
prompts provided.

- Delegates are required to submit a screen recording/time lapse alongside their art-
work at the end of the category.

- Delegates may choose one of the following emotions and create digital comics on
the words provided, they could either create a storyline or just show scenery.

1. Déja vu

2. Serenity

3.Enouement

4. Derealization

- The minimum limit of comic frames is 3 and maximum limit of comic frames is 8 on
one page (they must make divisions according to the frames they choose).

- The artwork should be in A3 size - i.e 842 x 1,191 pixels and 1:1.414 aspect ratio - they
may choose to display their work in landscape or portrait.

- They must use their own devices such as iPads, Apple Pencils, Styluses, or Laptops.
- The work + the screen recording/time lapse of the process must then be uploaded
to the google classroom by the end of the category.

- Delegates may submit a short paragraph alongside their work explaining the art-
work and inclusion of their chosen prompt.

- Depiction of violence, drug abuse etc is not allowed and plagiarism will not be tol-
erated.
